We hope that you had a wonder ful summer – boy, did it fly by! We are super  excited for  the 
new dance season, as our  program is getting bigger  and better !! 
 

Lesson Information   
Your  lessons will be held on Wednesdays after  school until 4:15pm. The lesson location is still 
the covered P.E. area.  Your  first lesson is scheduled for  Wednesday, September  16th, 2009. 
 

**The lesson fee for  2009-2010 is $10.00/lesson.  This is the same as last year .   
 

Lesson envelope schedule 
Each month you will receive the next month’s tuition envelope.  For  example, in September , 
you will receive the October  lesson envelope.  Lesson tuition is non-refundable, however  if you 
have paid for  a lesson and school is cancelled due to a hurr icane or  other  event, you will 
receive a credit on your  next envelope.  There is a $25.00 fee for  all returned checks, and a 
$5.00 late fee will be applied to each month that tuition is delinquent. September  lessons are 
included with your  registration fee. The rest of the payments are listed below: 
 

October  lesson tuition due October  7th:   $40.00  (10/7, 10/14, 10/21, 10/28) 
November  lesson tuition due November  4th:   $30.00 (11/4, 11/11, 11/18) 
December  tuition and RECITAL DEPOSIT due December  2nd:  $30.00 for  lessons (12/2, 12/9, 
12/16) + $35.00 nonrefundable recital deposit (includes uniform, trophies, other  awards/pr izes, 
facility rental, and free admittance for  fr iends and family) for  a total due of $65.00 
January lesson tuition due January 6th:  $40.00 (1/6, 1/13, 1/20, 1/27) 
February lesson tuition and RECITAL BALANCE due February 3rd:  $40.00 for  lessons (2/3, 
2/10, 2/17, 2/24) + $35.00 nonrefundable recital fee balance for  a total due of $75.00 
March tuition due March 3rd:  $40.00  (3/3, 3/10, 3/17, 3/24) 
Apr il/May lesson tuition due Apr il 7th:  $60.00  (4/7, 4/14, 4/21, 4/28, 5/5, 5/12) 
*Note: The Apr il/May lesson envelope is subject to change depending on the recital date (still 
to be determined).   
 

Recital Fee:  $70.00 
The recital fee (which this year  we are breaking down into two $35.00 payments) is 
nonrefundable. In order  to receive your  per forming uniform &  awards, you must have the 
recital paid in full and be up to date on all other  payments.  I f you are unable or  choose to not 
par ticipate and have paid in full for  recital, you will still receive your  uniform, trophy, and any 
other  awards that you qualified for  (however, you must be up to date with your lesson tuition).   
 

Registration Fee:  $65.00   
This fee covers the cost of the 3 September  lessons, the new practice t-shir t (new design &  
color ), music CD, pom folder , and insurance.  Since you already have poms, you will not need 
to purchase them this year  (unless they are in poor  condition – if so, add $32.00 to your  
registration fee), therefore your  registration fee is lower than brand new students. The songs 
are different from last year ’s CD, and you’ ll be able to practice your  brand new routines and 
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moves r ight away!  We encourage the gir ls to wear  their  practice T-shir t on lesson days and 
there will be bonus points when they remember !   
Registration Due Date: Tuesday, September  15th. Please try to have your  registrations in by 
this date to help us prepare for  the dance season.  Make checks payable to: Flor ida Jammers.  
We have included a self-addressed envelope for  your  convenience. 
 
Class-Size L imits  
We are pleased that the Flor ida Jammers are growing and expanding and becoming more and more 
popular . Therefore, we do have a class-size limit that var ies from school to school (depends on size of 
facility).  We want to give top pr ior ity to our  returning students, so you are receiving your  registration 
form pr ior  to the rest of the school. We have included the official registration form for  the 2009-2010 
season with this letter . Registrations received after  the class is full will be put on a waiting list. Don’ t 
let that be you!   
 

Routines 
This year ’s brand new routines are going to include new skills and be choreographed to new 
music!  They are going to be fun but at the same time higher  in difficulty since you are no 
longer  beginner  students and are ready for  a challenge. And as always, we will be teaching 
age-appropr iate moves set to age-appropr iate music.   
   
Performance Opportunities 
We always take advantage of extra per formance opportunities as they ar ise.  Since we will all have 
matching practice T-shir ts (that you receive as a par t of your  registration fee), we can per form at a 
school event or  other  community per formance as soon as we have a routine ready.   
 

Jolly Jammers 
The Flor ida Jammers have star ted a wonderful tradition of par ticipating in both the Venice and 
Sarasota holiday parades. All Flor ida Jammers students are invited to par ticipate, however, 
par ticipation is OPTIONAL.  The estimated cost to par ticipate in this year ’s parades is $85.00 - 
$95.00, which will be due by the first parade lesson. The parade lessons usually begin the end of 
October  and run through November – be looking for  an information flyer  to be sent home with exact 
lesson details. Par ticipants receive four  90-minute lessons, Jolly Jammers T-shir t, Jolly Jammers 
embroidered hat (we purchase new shir ts and hats each year), light-up glow poms or  another  prop, 
snacks/goodies at the parades, and more. The cost of par ticipation is the same whether  you march in 
one or  both parades.  * *Note:  These extra lessons are NECESSARY in order  for  the gir ls to learn a 
routine that is relevant for  the holiday theme of the parades. We cannot per form one of our  “ regular”  
routines because judges score us on our  holiday spir it. These lessons are also necessary to teach the 
gir ls how to dance while marching down the street, a skill that is ir relevant to gir ls who are unable to 
par ticipate in the parades. Therefore, we do not work on Jolly Jammers dur ing our  regular  after-
school lessons.
