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MORE POMS &  DANCE INFO!   2009-2010 
 

Welcome to the Flor ida Jammers program! We hope the gir ls enjoyed their  lesson today!  Here is more 
important information that you need to know for  this year .  Please keep this flyer  in the Flor ida Jammers 

folder  for  future reference. 
 

FOLDERS 
Each gir l was given a Flor ida Jammers folder .  She is to br ing this folder  to all lessons &  use it to br ing tuition 
envelopes back and for th.  Remember  to check her  folder  weekly to see if there are any envelopes, information 
letters, etc. Please fill out the release form with the emergency information &  put in her  folder  to be turned in at the 
next lesson.  Occasionally, we’ ll reward the gir ls who remember  their  folders with stickers.  I f she loses her  folder , 
then you need to purchase another  folder  to be used for  Flor ida Jammers, and she must star t over  with the stickers 
(only 1 folder  is given to each gir l). 
 

POMS 
The poms take 4 to 6 weeks to ar r ive.  We have plenty to work on without them (for  example – Hip Hop!) I f you are a 
returning (2nd, 3rd, or  4th Year) Jammer and need to order  new poms, let us know ASAP.  The poms come in a plastic 
bag--please don’ t throw the bag out.  The poms stay in the best condition when stored in the bag.  Do not store the 
poms in a hot car  or  garage. Excessive exposure to sunlight can damage them, so keep them inside. Once the poms 
ar r ive, the gir ls should br ing their  poms and pom folder  to class every week.  * *Note: Throughout the year  we will be 
selling special Flor ida Jammers Logo Pom bags (and other  cool Jammer Gear).  The logo pom bag is not the same 
bag you receive with your  poms.   
 

PAYMENT ENVELOPES/MISSED LESSONS 
Payment envelopes are given to the girls the second lesson of each month.  You have until the first lesson of the 
next month to turn it back in to us. For example, at your second lesson in September, you will receive the October 
lesson envelope, which is due the first lesson in October.  Lesson tuition is non-refundable. It is our policy that 
lessons are paid for whether she attends or not, if a class was held.  We are still obligated to compensate the school 
and our staff for that hour.  One of our teaching assistants will take extra time to work one-on-one with your 
daughter to catch her up after an absence if needed. PLEASE DO NOT CHANGE THE AMOUNT ON THE 
ENVELOPE.  The envelopes will have the lesson schedule for each month so that you can keep track of any 
holidays in which class will not be held. If class is ever canceled due to bad weather or holiday, and you have paid 
ahead, you will be given credit on the next envelope.  There is a $25.00 fee for all returned checks, and a $5.00 late 
fee will be applied to each month that tuition is delinquent. To avoid the late fee, please pay by the due date that is 
on the envelope.    If there is ever a financial problem, just give us a call or write us a note and we can always work 
something out.  *Please make checks out to:  Florida Jammers  *Payments can also be mailed to the address at the bottom 
of this letter.  September lessons were included with your registration fee. The rest of the payments are listed below: 
 

October lesson tuition due October 7th:  $40.00  (10/7, 10/14, 10/21, 10/28) 
November lesson tuition due November 4th:  $30.00 (11/4, 11/11, 11/18) 
December tuition and RECITAL DEPOSIT due December 2nd:  $30.00 for lessons (12/2, 12/9, 12/16) + $35.00 
nonrefundable recital deposit (includes uniform, trophies, other  awards/pr izes, facility rental, and free 
admittance for  fr iends and family) for a total due of $65.00 
January lesson tuition due January 6th:  $40.00 (1/6, 1/13, 1/20, 1/27) 
February lesson tuition and RECITAL BALANCE due February 3rd:  $40.00 for lessons (2/3, 2/10, 2/17, 2/24) + 
$35.00 nonrefundable recital fee balance for a total due of $75.00 
March tuition due March 3rd:  $40.00  (3/3, 3/10, 3/17, 3/24) 
April/May lesson tuition due April 7th:  $60.00  (4/7, 4/14, 4/21, 4/28, 5/5, 5/12) 
*Note: The April/May lesson envelope is subject to change depending on the recital date (still to be determined). 
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Recital Fee:  $70.00 - The recital fee (which this year we are breaking down into two $35.00 payments) is 
nonrefundable. In order to receive your performing uniform & awards, you must have the recital paid in full and be 
up to date on all other payments.  If you are unable or choose to not participate and have paid in full for recital, you 
will still receive your uniform, trophy, and any other awards that you qualified for (however, you must be up to 
date with your lesson tuition).   
 

LESSON LOCATION/PICK-UP INFORMATION/Bad Weather Procedure 
When school is dismissed at 3:15pm, Jammers are to report to the Outdoor P.E. Pavilion at Southside where they 
will be supervised at all times. **We encourage the girls to use the restroom on their way to class.  We do take 
drink breaks, so we encourage the girls to bring a water bottle to class if they want. Dancers are also permitted to 
eat a snack if needed upon arrival to class.  When dance class is dismissed at 4:15pm, we will walk the students to 
the parent pick-up area and supervise pick-up. If their ride is not there at that time, they are to wait with us. If they 
go to after care, one of our teachers will walk with them to where they need to go.  It is very important that all 
students are safe and accounted for.  Please go over safety precautions with your children, stressing that they 
should never go with someone they don’ t know.  It is also important that the dancers are picked up on time – if you 
find it difficult to pick up your child at the scheduled time, try carpooling with a friend. Or let us know and we can 
help you figure something out. We understand that traffic can be crazy in Florida. However, if you are more than 
15 minutes late picking up your daughter, then you will incur a babysitting fee on your next envelope. So please 
plan accordingly on lesson days.  * *  In the case of really bad weather after school, we will find a location indoors 
in which we will conduct our class.  
 

VISITATION 
Most of the gir ls consider  their  pom class to be their  special time and prefer  no visitors.  They seem to be inhibited 
when being watched and don’ t seem to have as much fun.  However , they do need to get used to per forming for  an 
audience, so we will invite parents to watch the last 5 minutes of some classes--- we will let the gir ls know a week 
ahead. (I t won’ t happen for  a while and it won’ t happen often).  Special out-of-town visitors (such as grandparents) 
are permitted to watch a lesson if the instructors are given pr ior  notice. 
 

PRACTICE T-SHIRTS & Music 
You will be receiving your  practice t-shir t within the next couple of weeks. Before we place the order , we want to 
double check sizes. We encourage these shir ts to be worn to practice – this is NOT the same shir t that will be 
considered the “ official per forming uniform.”   As for  the music, once everyone has registered, the gir ls will receive a 
practice music CD with all of the songs that we will be using for  the 2009-2010 dance season.  Our  songs are 
shor tened, edited versions of popular  songs you may hear  on the radio. We even edit the radio edits!  We are very 
fussy about music, and all songs and dance movements are age-appropr iate.   
 

PERFECT ATTENDANCE 
Per fect Attendance is an extra award given out at the recital to those Flor ida Jammers who have not missed a single 
lesson all year  long. A student©s Per fect Attendance record star ts from the first lesson taken.  I t is very difficult to 
achieve Per fect Attendance, as life can be very unpredictable and crazy at times. Our  policy is that if a student misses 
class due to illness, funeral, vacation, etc, it is counted as an absence.   We do make some exceptions – absences the 
weeks before Winter  Break and Spr ing Break do not negatively impact a student’s per fect attendance standing. We 
also make exceptions for  mandatory school functions if all students from a grade are required to attend.  * *A student 
is marked present if she attends at least 15 minutes of a class.  We have a star ted a tradition of documenting Per fect 
Attendance by occasionally taking group photos (once a month or  every 2 months) of the students who have not 
missed a single lesson and posting them on our  website.  Once a student misses, she will no longer  be seen in the 
per fect attendance photos. This method helps prevent any confusion at the recital (I t is easy to forget an absence 
ear ly in the year , so the pictures help us remember  who was there!) At the end of the year , those gir ls still remaining 
in the photos will receive an extra award at the recital.  I t should be each gir l’ s personal goal to stay in the class 
pictures! **Gir ls, please do not get upset with yourself or  your  parents if for  some reason you have to miss a class. 
That©s a par t of life! There©s always next year ! And don©t forget - there are other  awards to be won at the recital 
(such as the Team Point and Team Sticker  awards!) 
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POINT SYSTEM 
The gir ls are on teams and are competing to earn the most points throughout the dance season. The winning team 
receives a little extra award at the end-of-the-year  recital (all gir ls receive a trophy).  The gir ls are awarded points 
each week for  remember ing their  poms (when they ar r ive), folder , sneakers, and anything else we might request.  
Some of the gir ls think they lose points if their  payment envelope is not turned in r ight away. THIS IS NOT TRUE.  
The only way any gir l ever  loses points is by misbehaving, and even then she receives a warning first. 
 

JOLLY JAMMERS & Other Performances 
The Florida Jammers have started a wonderful tradition of participating in both the Venice and Sarasota holiday parades. All 
Florida Jammers students are invited to participate, however, participation is OPTIONAL.  The estimated cost to participate 
in this year’s parades is $85.00 - $95.00, which will be due by the first parade lesson. The parade lessons usually begin the 
end of October and run through November – be looking for an information flyer to be sent home with exact lesson details. 
Participants receive four 90-minute lessons, Jolly Jammers T-shirt, Jolly Jammers embroidered Santa Hat (we purchase new 
shirts and hats each year), light-up glow poms or another prop, snacks/goodies at the parades, and more. The cost of 
participation is the same whether you march in one or both parades.  * *Note:  These extra lessons are NECESSARY in order 
for the girls to learn a routine that is relevant for the holiday theme of the parades. We cannot perform one of our “ regular”  
routines because judges score us on our holiday spirit. These lessons are also necessary to teach the girls how to dance while 
marching down the street, a skill that is irrelevant to girls who are unable to participate in the parades. Therefore, we do not 
work on Jolly Jammers during our regular after-school lessons.  * *As for extra performances – sometimes we are invited to 
perform at various school or community events.  If such an opportunity arises, we will of course take advantage. Extra 
performances do not carry any additional costs unless extra lessons are held in preparation.  Always check your daughter’s 
folder so you can be aware of any upcoming fun events or performances.

In March of 2008, I got married to the love of my life, 
Brad!  My mom, Donna, who is Co-Director of the Florida Jammers, is in charge of all the behind-the-scenes stuff (she has 
been running after-school dance programs for over 30 years!)  We are lucky to have very talented & qualified dance 
instructors and teaching assistants whom you’ ll get to know over the course of the year.
